2018 Hands-on History and Art Camp, July 9-13
Week-long camp with a theme of “Native Culture and Natural History.” Long-time teachers and artists, Faith Revell and Jan Whalen, will integrate culture and natural history with hands-on lessons and an array of art projects to create multi-faceted camp experiences. Activities will take place at the Museum and out-of-doors in the surrounding community. 
This year we will make regular walk-abouts in Valdez, observe, discover and make something of what we have learned. We’ll couple out-of-door excursions with growing our knowledge of Native culture and practice inside the museum and a mix of hands-on history activities. 

Camp is divided into two sessions, a morning session for students who have completed grades K-3 and an afternoon session for students who have completed grades 4-7. Older students may opt to attend both the morning and afternoon sessions. 
Morning Session: Little Culture Kids (LCK)

Participating students have graduated from K and will enter 1st through 4th grade in the fall. A maximum of 10 students will comprise the program.

Afternoon Session: Big History Buffs (BHB)
